Bosnia Mourns Renowned Poet and Screenwriter Abdulah Sidran  

Bosnians around the world are mourning the death of Sarajevo-born poet and author 
Abdulah Sidran, who was renowned for his critically-acclaimed screenplays for directors 
such as Emir Kusturica.  

Tributes have been paid to Bosnian poet, author and screenwriter Abdulah Sidran, who died in his 
hometown Sarajevo on Saturday at the age of 79. 

“[He was] exceptional and unique in everything, in his art, especially in his humanity, always full of 
passion and love for literature that he lived,” Sarajevo’s mayor Benjamina Karic wrote on X. 

“With his knowledge, experience, exceptional energy and courage, he encouraged thinking, gave courage 
in goodness, and pointed out mistakes,” Karic added.  During his long career, Sidran received numerous 
awards for his work in literature and television. He was given the ‘Freedom Award’ by the PEN Centre in 
France for his impactful poetry collection, ‘Sarajevo Coffin’, which was published during the 1992-95 war 
in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Sidran made a significant contribution to the cinema of the former Yugoslavia, 
and was celebrated for his outstanding screenplays for critically acclaimed films such director Emir 
Kusturica’s ‘Do You Remember Dolly Bell?’ and ‘When Father Was Away on Business’, which won the 
Palme d’Or prize at the Cannes film festival in 1985, as well as ‘Kuduz’ by director Ademir Kenovic. 

However, Sidran and Kusturica’s friendship ended in acrimony over the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina, 
when the film-maker took a Serb nationalist stance while the poet opposed attempts to create a ‘Greater 
Serbia’.

News of Sidran’s death inspired tributes from around Bosnia and Herzegovina and abroad. 

Kosovo’s Prime Minister Albin Kurti wrote on X that he was “deeply saddened by the passing of Abdulah 
Sidran, a monumental figure in Bosnian literature and a true ‘soul of Sarajevo’”. 

“His work, spanning from poetry to screenwriting, has touched many lives. Our thoughts are with his 
family, friends and all those grieving this immense loss,” Kurti added. 

As Sidran’s renown increased, his poetic works were translated into French, Italian, German, Slovenian, 
Swedish, Arabic, Czech, Polish, Albanian and English. An Italian edition of his Sarajevo siege poetry 
earned him the prestigious Premio Letterario 1996 della Fondazione Laboratorio Mediterraneo award, 
cementing his status as a major literary figure. 

Born in Sarajevo in 1944, Sidran completed his primary and secondary education in Zvornik and Sarajevo, 
then earned his degree from the Faculty of Philosophy in Sarajevo. 

Sidran held various roles, including work as an editor for youth magazines. Until 1992, he also served as 
the chief dramatist at Bosnia and Herzegovina Television, but spent the majority of his career as a 
professional writer.
